News from Savannakhet

Currently there are 101 children (54 boys and 47
girls) aged between 1 and 10 years living in 12
family houses and being cared for by three SOS
mothers and 14 educators.The first children could
move to the new village in the first months of
2008 already. Among these 101 children more
than 70 are orphans. The other children have
become half-orphans when one of their parents
felt himself overburdened after the death of his
or her spouse. The majority of the children can
move to the village together with their brothers
and sisters and our organisation pays attention to
their right to live together under one roof (i.e. in
the same family house). The main reasons for the
deaths of the parents are related to diseases such
as malaria, diarrhoea, tuberculosis or cancer but
there are also children whose parents have died
in a car or bus accident which are very frequent in
Laos. With regard to the extreme poverty in Laos
it is very difficult in these cases to find relatives
(even in other parts of the country) able to assume
responsibilities for that child.

Five other SOS mothers are currently being trained
with a special focus on raising children coming
from complicated backgrounds. It is foreseen that
the SOS Children’s Village in Savannakhet will
reach full capacity in the first quarter 2010. At this
moment, there will be 150 children living in the
village.
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Onimportant days (bank holidays,on SOS Mother’s
Day, on International Children’s Day, and religious-
traditional festivals) additional relaxing activities
are organized for mothers and children: especially
during the 2 months of summer vacation some
special activities are arranged for them such as
summer course at primary level, excursions to the
historic museum, to the famous pagoda of the
province (That E-Hang), to the zoo or to natural
places followed by a funny picnic.

The monthly meetings of our SOS mothers and
educators were organized on a regular basis to
improve their knowledge on our SOS concept,
on healthy nutrition and the correct care for sick
children.

General information on Laos

According to the Human Development Index, Laos
is ranked 131 of 180 listed countries.There are two
significant reasons that justify the presence of SOS
Children’s Village in Laos: a high death rate among
parents due to diseases (malaria, tuberculosis,
diarrhoea etc.) with HIV/Aids becomes more and
more widespread and, secondly, to the UXO that
still linger in the soil of eastern Laos, remnants
of the Vietnam War. Those are two major reasons
explaining the high prevalence of orphans in Laos
today.
